Connect one idea or
action to another using a range of
connectives.

Listen to and talk about selected non-
fiction to develop a deep familiarity with
new knowledge and vocabulary.

Build up vocabulary that reflects
knowledge and experience e.g., children
can talk about cold places, what they
know about them, how animails survive,
describe the changes in seasons and
states of matter.

Use different tenses to discuss things that
are happening now and things that
happened in the past, and things that
happened a very long time ago.

Ask relevant questions to find out more
information e.g. when sharing a non-fiction
text children can say ‘| wonder why...’
